•   Covers for DVDs and CDs

•   Cardboard

•   Carton from groceries such as tooth -
paste,  cereals, and similar

•  Corrugated cardboard 

•  Cardboard rolls from tissue and toilet paper

•  Egg boxes

•   Batteries and accumulators

•  Energy-saving bulbs and fluorescent tubes

•   Insecticides and pesticides

•   Chemicals residues

•   Mercury thermometers

•   Paints and varnish

•   Waste oils

•   Fertilisers
